Ed Pierson had already been engaged with finding recipients for Chalices #20 and #21 which are 
fully reserved with beloved deceased names.  We had slated a member of the All Saints  RSVP  
program, Paul Nacey, who just became a priest, but he no longer needs a chalice.  
 
Monsignor Marren put us in touch with a nurse, Ide Maya of Catholic World Missions,  who  
knew of chalice needs in the Congo.  We have sent two chalices off to her in that country.   
Chalices #20 and #21 are presented and recipient names are shownbelow.  
 
Chalices #22, #23, #24, and now #25 are still not spoken for, although decedent names are assigned. 
 
Decedent names were later rearranged to ensure that Wiley Maloof, son Marion Maloof, and dear 
friend of theirs, Deacon Ed Krise, were all listed on the same chalice #22 together. 
 
In late 2021, the passing of Harvey Moskowitz, Joseph Kane, and Deacon Ray Egan necessitated  
the planning for chalice #24. Now Chalice #25 is begun with Michael Schaafôs death.

Our difficulty in procuring names for priests locally that need chalices has  
necessitated us looking to needs in distant lands. We recently sent two to the  
Congo. 
 
Ed was introduced to a Monsignor Simon from Ghana by Monsignor Marren.  
Simon will be living in the All Saints Rectory for perhaps 5 months. Ed wondered 
if we could give the three uncommitted chalices we now have for distribution in 
Ghana at the discretion of Monsignor Simon.  
 
FN questioned whether giving all three chalices to one distributor was a good 
idea. Ed had no problem with this. Bob Mitchell suggested that giving Simon one 
chalice and saving some for Atlanta priests. GrayPlunkett suggested one for Fa-
ther Anthony Eshun in Ghana who is in another diocese.  
 
There is no commitment yet and there is time to consider these options.
