Old Business Report 
Monthly Donation to Assembly Parishes for Group Mass 
 
A discussion was again raised on Nick Matteraôs idea to donate $50 each month 
to the parish where we hold our group Mass which follows our  
monthly Assembly Meeting. 
 
We had hoped that our group attendance would be announced at the group 
Mass by the celebrant like it has been at All Saints.  
 
There is some question of how the check is to be presented just before the Mass. 
Some parishes just have parishioners deposit it in a box at the doors.  
Some have active collections.  How would our donation be recognized by the 
congregation? Who would present a check before the Mass? What would the 
celebrant do with it? 
 
A motion was made to allocate $50 per month for this purpose and the motion 
passed. Donations would commence in the fourth quarter. We are discussing  
pre-printed checks with our Assembly name in a special envelope. 
 

Chaplain Fund Question 
Abe Kassis asked why we have stopped funding the Chaplain Fund that we used 
to fund. Dave Lemcoe agreed that this was a worthy cause and wondered also.  
Action was undertaken under new Business to reignite this project. 
 

9/11 Tribute Ceremony 
A question was raised why the Assembly has not planned a special tribute for 
9/11. It was decided that the date was already upon us and we would revisit this 
project next year, since we had just held a ceremony at the Johns Creek Veteran 
Park. Also, All Saints is working at the Dunwoody Nature Center Butterfly  
Festival on 9/11. 
 

Voicemail Usage 
There seemed to be interest in using Voicemail to advertise upcoming Assembly 
Meetings and Group Masses. Hlad opined that the members had no idea of the 
complicated management of a group directory of 176 members. He knows be-
cause he manages the 500+ All Saints Voicemail CallingPost Directory. He is no 
fan of creating another voicemail database needing constant updating as people 
move, die, eliminate their land line in favor of cell, are added or leave. The cost 
is $80/month flat for up to 1000 calls or 8 cents per call. All Saints uses 1000 
calls/month. The Assembly would not. Cost per call would be higher.  
The announcements must be recorded by someone.

It is not a large park like 
Johns Creek. Mattera will find out if they wont such a thing. The one at Johns 
Creek costs about $8000. 
 
Langgood offered to visit a fire station and offer lunch to the first responders 
to thank them and raise awareness of the Knights of Columbus.
